Crossbow can be used during late Muzzle loading
season with a Muzzle loading Permit. Bear sea-
son also runs with these late seasons.

Small Game:
Cottontail Rabbit -- Oct1 - Feb 29
Squirrel -- Nov1 - Feb 29
Pheasant -- Oct15 i1 Dec.31 (Feb29in some
areas, check regulations for county's and bag
limits)

Ruffed Grouse - Oct1l - Feb 29

Coyote -- Octl - Mar 25

Waterfowl fall under Federal Regulations, but you
can check the DEC website for seasons.
